Waitarere Beach Community has a new defibrillator sited at 4 square available 24/7, with
thanks to Waitarere Fishing Club, Lewis Farms, Graeme Bagrie and Easton Family and
Frank Taylor (for site). Call 111 for instruction on how to access the defibrillator.

NB: There are several defibrillators distributed throughout the Village — sites include Surf
Club (during patrol hours), Waitarere Fire Station (by calling 111) Hydrabad Holiday Park
(Forest Road) Waitarere Club (Park Ave - Club opening hours).

NB: in an emergency ring 111 for Ambulance or Fire or NZ Police
